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FISSEA Poster, Website and Security Trinket Contest

Theme:  "Awareness, Training, and Education - The Driving Force Behind Information Security"

It’s time to start planning for the FISSEA security awareness, training and education (ATE) poster, website, and trinket competition.  This NEW contest extends beyond ATE posters.  It also includes ATE websites and trinkets (pens, sewing kits, stress relief items, t-shirts, etc.).  Each category of the competition will be judged separately.  A winner will be selected from each category and awarded a certificate.

1. RULES

a. Electronic images of security awareness, training, and education posters, websites and trinkets must be submitted by a FISSEA member prior to the deadline of February 2, 2004.  Entries must have a security education theme.  Each individual and/or organization may enter in all three categories.   All entries must be original and wholly unclassified.

b. Electronic images of the items should be emailed to Dara Murray, Contest Co-Coordinator, at dmurray@psc.gov, phone number 301-443-0881.  A committee of at least five FISSEA members will judge the contest coordinated by Marvella Towns and Dara Murray. The judges will evaluate each category (poster, website and trinket) on the basis of originality, security message, and graphic concept.

c. All entries will be on electronic display at the FISSEA Conference.  The winners in each category will be announced at the FISSEA Conference.  Certificates will be awarded to the winner with a congratulatory letter signed by the Executive Board Chairperson.  

d. Any item not adhering to the rules and entry guidelines will be ineligible.  The contest supervisor decision is final.

e. A Contest Entry Form must accompany all entries and is available on the FISSEA website http://csrc.nist.gov/fissea. Each submission automatically agrees to allow FISSEA to publish, however, only the winning entries will be published on the FISSEA web page.    

2. GUIDELINES

a. All entries must be currently a part of the entrants organization security awareness program.  Each entrant may submit an entry in each category (poster, website and trinket). 

b. All entries must be submitted electronically.  Poster files and/or trinket photos (only two photos will be accepted of a trinket) must be submitted as an attachment.
